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PREFACE
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This edition of Na Pua 'oli has been compiled and illustrated by Darold 
D. Braida, with help from Helen E. Dalton, Judy Hamnett, and 
Normita Agustin.

Each year, HEA receives haiku entries from the Near East, Asia, North 
America, and Europe. These entries create a rainbow that circles the 
earth, touching all the different hues of humanity.

The haiku in this edition of Na Pua'oli forms a beautiful rainbow of 
creativity, especially the haiku of the public school students. The 
students represent all the different races and nationalities in the world.

The people of Hawai'i are often likened to a rainbow because they are 
of many races and nationalities. Like the colors of the rainbow, they 
live together in harmony.

We chose the rainbow as the theme for our books of prize-winning 
haiku because Hawai'i is truly a land of rainbows. The trade winds 
push the clouds over the mountains, creating mist on the lee side of 
each island. The clear, bright sun transforms the mist into beautiful 
rainbows that both natives and visitors enjoy. Often a double rainbow 
appears, creating a special treat.

We have, with this edition of Na Pua'oli, reached the color yellow L 
our double rainbow of haiku books. Tradition has assigned each of 
Hawai'i's islands one of the rainbow's colors and a flower. Yellow is 
the color given to the island of O'ahu, and its flower is the yellow, 
tissue-paper thin ilima.

This edition of Na Pua'oli, puke 'umi (Joyous Blossoms, book ten 
contains the prize-winning haiku from the Hawai'i Educatioi 
Association's nineteenth and twentieth annual haiku writing contests 
Each year, HEA offers haiku writers two contests: one for Hawai'i 
public school students and one international contest open to writers 
from around the world.
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During Japan’s feudal period, the samurai and the wealthy classes 
entertained themselves and their friends by reciting poetry and playing 
word games. They memorized not only the works of the Japanese 
master poets but also those of China. People who became experts 
were in demand at the court.

At that time, Waka or Tanka was a popular type of poetry. This short 
poem of five lines has a syllable count of 5-7-5-7-7. The styled 
Waka/Tanka rules were used by the royal court in the renga. a linked 
poem.

It was Matsuo Basho (1644-1694) who raised the haiku to the level of 
real literature that expressed “a meaningful reaction to reality beyond 
simple wit and humor.”

Yamazaki Skan (1465-1553) and Nishiyama Soin (1605-1682) 
disliked the renga and began writing poetry with different types of 
vocabulary and with humor. They retained the renga form but 
discarded the Waka/Tanka spirit. Their earthy linked verse became 
known as renku. The first three lines were known as kokku or haikai.1

Most Western World haiku writers can agree that a haiku is “an 
unrhymed Japanese poem recording a moment keenly perceived, in 
which nature is linked to human nature. It usually consists of 
seventeen symbol-sounds.”2
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The flowers featured in this edition of Na Pua ’oli are just a few of the 
blossoms used in lei making. When the first Polynesians arrived on 
the beaches of Hawai’i, they found none of the beautiful, scented 
flowers that are draped around the necks of visitors today. They did 
find in the rain forests sweet scented fems and plants that they used to 
adorn themselves. The first sea captains who later stumbled on the 
islands gave plants and seeds to the island chiefs. New plants still 
arrive today from around the world. They are quickly turned by the lei 
makers into beautiful adornments; even the commonest weeds.
